These rates are for EMERGENCY FIRE CONTROL PERSONNEL. Overtime will be paid for all hours worked in excess of 44 hours in a 7 day period. 


POLICY:


HIRING ORGANIZED FOREST INDUSTRY CREWS FOR FIRE FIGHTING
In the case of hiring organized fire fighting Forest Industry Crews, the remuneration to the company / contractor concerned will be the total hourly wage up to any applicable labour‑union rate for employees involved. Replacement of fire crews shall be at the discretion of the Regional Director.

PAYROLL BURDEN TO A MAXIMUM OF 15% MAY APPLY TO THE ABOVE RATES,  ANY BURDEN ABOVE 15% WILL BE PAID, PROVIDED THAT COMPANIES /CONTRACTORS PROVIDE DOCUMENTATION AUTHENTICATING PAYROLL RELATED COST EXPENDITURES.

11. Articulated Logging Tractor
  Porters 6&8 wheel drive will be paid 45% above the going rate in the Crown Construction   Contracts Act. 

12. STAND‑BY RATES
     A stand‑by rate of 1/2 the stated hourly rate will be paid for vehicles and machine

     that are on stand‑by on the definite request of the DNR official in charge.  Stand‑by

     time will not exceed 10 hours  in any one day.  A rate equal to the stand‑by rate may

     be paid for a machine in transit to or from a fire.

13. FULL PAYMENT RATES ‑ HEAVY MACHINES

Full rate will be paid for actual hours of operation only.


Any hours the machine works after the termination of employment shall not be

      considered for payment.


Machines, vehicles and equipment charges must have the approval of the DNR
     official in charge.  DNR timekeepers will receive all time slips and records for

     vehicles, machines and equipment.

14. RETURN OF EQUIPMENT

Only forestry type fire equipment shall be eligible for repair or replacement as per

      Forest Fires Act, Section 23, Sub‑sections 4 and 5.


Sub‑section 4:



"Where any equipment or facility requisitioned under this section is used

                    and damaged, the Minister may, in his discretion,   

(a) repair the equipment or facility at the expense of the Minister to

     similar condition as at the time of requisition, or

(b) replace the equipment or facility at the expense of the Minister."

        Sub‑section 5:


"Where a person is not satisfied with the decision of the Minister under

                    subsection (2) or (4), he may apply to a judge of The Court of Queen`s

                    Bench of New Brunswick for determination thereof. 1970, c.3,

                    s.23;1979, c.41,s.55".

15. COST

All cost incurred in the Equipment Rental Rates shall be charged directly to the fire on

      which the equipment was used. 

16. AUTHORIZATION

Any type of equipment or aircraft working on a fire without authorization of a DNR
     official in charge shall not be paid.
