RESOLUTION OF

THE NEW BRUNSWICK ASSOCIATION OF FIRE CHIEFS

WHEREAS the New Brunswick Association of Fire Chiefs (NBAFC) is the voice of the Fire Service in New Brunswick; and

WHEREAS the NBAFC is an inclusive organization which includes members from a variety of Fire Service entities; and

WHEREAS the NBAFC provides benefits to all of its members;  

THEREFORE be it resolved that the NBAFC modifies its License Plate Policy to reflect the inclusiveness of the Members of the Industrial Fire Fighters Brigade in the Province of New Brunswick.  

The revised policy document shall read as follows:

The NBAFC requires that:

1. Firefighters be members of a recognized New Brunswick Fire Department which is recognized as an emergency service provider (ESP) by the New Brunswick Association of Fire Chiefs OR are members of an industrial Fire Brigade as recognized by the NBAFC.

2. Firefighters are recommended by their Chief in a list signed by the Chief and sent to the person designated by the NBAFC to receive and record the list.

3. List contains full name, address and postal code of recommended firefighter.

4. Each list submitted to include new eligible names and names of persons no longer in the Fire Service.

5. Lists to be reviewed by the Chief frequently, and at least annually, showing changes of addresses as well as names.

6. The NBAFC License Plate Coordinator to keep a master list of eligible firefighters.  A copy of the current master list will be sent to the Department of Public Safety on or near the 15th day of January, April, July and October of each year.
