Financial Report – Nadine LeBlanc reported a bank balance of $ 66,936 to the end of August 2005.  Rob Simonds asked if there were funds invested by the NBAFC.  The amount was reported and how the investments were done, motion by Doug Hamer to accept report, 2nd Jeff Richardson, motion carried.

President Kennedy went over the committee list, some changes will be made and an up-to-date list will be forwarded for insertion on the web page.

Committee Reports

Health & Safety – Mario Godin reported a meeting is being scheduled with Ron Grenier of OHSC regarding communication on the fire scene.

Haz Mat Committee – Rob Simonds reported there has been no change since the report at the AGM in May.

NBAFPO – Ernie Smith reported the launch for Fire Prevention Week this year will be held in Edmundston.  The theme of the province this year is Chimney safety.  The Canadian theme is candles and the reason for the two is due to the time of the availability of the materials.  Ernie suggested the theme for Fire Prevention week be prepared in the spring of each year so this problem would not happen again.  He also recommended that Fire Prevention Campaigns be developed for the spring season and the Christmas season.

The request of the NBAFC to have the NBAFPO join in on their yearly convention was denied by the NBAFPO.

EMS Committee – Mario Godin has held a meeting with Mr. Dan Rae Director of ELG.  The report developed by the NBAFC and the OFM was given to ELG January 2003.  This report is still tabled.  The possibility of inserting EMS Service under one umbrella has been looked at however no recommendation has been made to date.

Permanent Chiefs – Rob Simonds reported the same issues of discussion are taking place with the permanent chiefs as reported at the AGM in May.  Next meeting is scheduled for October 5, 2005 in Fredericton.

Ad Hoc Committee – Regional Fire Dispatchers - It was reported that Miramichi City would be the pilot site.  There will be a briefing session at next Miramichi Valley meeting scheduled for November 7, 2005.   From this meeting, meetings will be held during the week of November 14th with government officials to look at the communication systems being utilized by the departments.   Ben LaRoche of the Fire Marshal’s office reported that information is being used from the survey obtained by the NBAFC.  All departments will be on PSAP 911 by December 1, 2005 with the exception of Moncton Fire Department.

Training Committee – Jody Price reported on the Workshop 2005.  He asked the Board of Directors to bring to their association his gratitude to their instructors and support staff for the assistance given to the NBAFC during the weekend. Without the volunteer help of these people this workshop could not take place.  He sated that 250 students attended out of 27 departments.  Workshop 2006 is presently being developed and changes are being made.  Ben Laroche reported on the favorable comments, which were said by the Director of Public Safety Mr. Dick Isabelle

Reg Savoie on behalf of NBCC-Miramichi presented Jody Price with a plaque for his continuous work and dedication towards the NB Fire Fighters Workshop.

Rescue Operation:  water& ice rescue, high angle & rope rescue.  They need to have a request from the NBAFC for ELG to look at it since they will have to amend their act.  

Annex A of the Municipality act stipulate that LSD ensure protection against fire Act article 23.01 refer to Annex A.

It was suggested correspondence be sent to ELG from the NBAFC requesting them to look at the rescue operation service of the LSD Fire Departments.   The LSD Act must also be looked at.  Motion by Doug Hamer that the NBAFC meet with cabinet Ministers to raise the issue for the response of Local Service District fire department to rescue calls, 2nd Mike Walton motion carried.  A date will be set to meet with the Ministers.

 Doug Hamer inquired about the length of the Haz Mat Level 11Course and also if the EFF training would become part of the Level 1 process.  Ben Laroche stated the 1st recommendation was eight hour practical.  The second recommendation will be revisited due to the amount of wildland fires that departments respond to.  

DNR – Tim Greer – report attached.  Tim Greer was asked why the EFF Certificates had not been received to date from some departments.  He will look into this matter and inquire about the wait.

Tim Greer informed the members there are 700 Nomex fire suits that have been placed in inventory and an inventory of coveralls was placed at each district office in April this year.  Fred Kennedy asked about the change in the standard of the coverall.  Tim Greer stated the industry is looking at the new standard for reflective trim.  He advised the members the Wild fire community in Canada has rejected the standard.  Too much reflective trim could be a hazard, if need be a safety vest will be worn.

DNR Burning Permits – Allan Wood asked of the status of the 1 800 number.  Tim Greer noted that this issue has been looked into with no changes recommended.  Doug Hamer stated that the number should be listed in the telephone directory.

 Allan Wood asked of the status of the resolutions, which were brought to the AGM in May 2005.  These resolutions will be discussed at the Ministers meeting.
