APPA – Maurice Godin reported that FF 1 training is being held and are presently waiting for FF 11.

Industrial Chiefs-Stan Mullin reported they are presently working on a presentation for Core Training 1081 with NBCc.

Southeast FF Association – No issues

Allen Peters - Elsipogtog - Reported he has had problems with Indian Affairs for training dollars and however will be moving forward with the accreditation program. 

Louis Pelletier – Fire Prevention week meting with the association held.  No training started to date.

Serge Sirois Volunteer Chiefs – No report to date

Wells Chapman Chauleur – reported the new President is Mario Godin. Level 1-training being organized.

Tim Nickerson – Royal District – Musquash FF 1 training has started.  A House burn was held in Hampton.  Fire Chief for Day – 3 local winners

Miramichi Rob Stevenson – Reported 3 winners for Fire Prevention Chief for the day.  The provincial winner was from the Blackville Area.

911 Pilot project is proceeding.  Standard Operating Procedures for fire dispatch are being developed which can be used through all departments.

Jeff Richardson – Fundy District – Reported the retirement of Robert Brown after 33 years service.  He will be recognized at the next association meeting.  FF 1 program will commence shortly.  Campobello is looking for an Instructor for FF 1 Program.

Capital District – Jody Price reported there are 34 members registered in Level 11 firefighting course.  Mutual Aid agreement is being developed among their association.

Central Valley – Level 1 started, Propane training is on going.  Chief Don McAllister has retired after 20 years service.

Reg Savoie NBCC – reported there on the training-taking place in the province as well as the Fire Investigators Level 1 course, which was held in Saint John this past week.  He has 15 names for another Level 1 and asked if anyone is interested to forward the names and they will try to have another Level 1 in April of this year. There is a possibility that a Level 11 & 111 scheduled for the fall of this year.

Permanent Chiefs – No report

Red Lights – Ben LaRoche Fire Marshal stated there would be work done on this within the next six months.  Meetings have been held with MVA representative and a policy rider is necessary.  This is part of the OFM work plans.  Lights will be for Chiefs and Deputy Chief’s only.

License Plates – Doug Hamer will be meeting with G. Baird to discuss the resolution regarding Industrial Chiefs and license plate issue.

Membership Dues was discussed regarding payments.  It was suggested that individual application forms be developed for membership. Nadine LeBlanc reported this was done in 2000-2001, one department submitted a name. Motion R. Stevenson , 2nd L Mullholland, to table membership discussion and asked everyone look at the present constitution for discussion at the April meeting, motion carried.

Nominating committee L. Mollholland – no report

 Report of 911 committee – NBAFC – 26/27 January 2007
A meeting was held in Riverview on 23/24 of January of the Provincial 911 Committee.  Some items of interest raised included:

· The transition to 6 PSAPS from the former 7 when RCMP J Division stopped becoming a 911 Centre have gone smoothly.

· The Operating Procedures Directives are in the process of being revised and it is expected that the new version will go to translation within the next 60 days.  Each fire department will receive copies of this document, which contains the operating procedures for 911 and the Emergency Service Providers (fire depts.) including copies of forms for Incident Reporting and Applications for being flagged for injury accidents for fire departments.

· There continues to be some minor problems with fire departments calling the 911 PSAP to have them perform dispatch functions (i.e. calling RCMP, NB Power, etc).  Unless your local PSAP is also your dispatch centre, you are NOT to use 9-1-1 for your dispatch.  (Reference barn fire incident 2x)

· The Miramichi Regional Fire Dispatch Project is still online, with the expected completion target date being April 2007.  It is hoped that work on Edmundston will begin in the next few months.  

· Fire Departments are encouraged to use the Incident Report Forms (also available on the NBAFC Website) when there are problems with 9-1-1. (reference incidents in 2006)

· The issue of fire department backup information being up to date was raised.  PSAPS have difficulty in maintaining up to date information as to current contacts for local fire departments, should they be unable to contact the fire department through normal channels due to telephone and/or equipment failure.  It was suggested that this could be a priority of the Office of the Fire Marshal in maintaining an accurate data base of all fire department contact information.  
The Resolutions and Legislation Committee will be meeting in early February to discuss a number of issues.  

Currently issues surrounding resolutions on Training, PANB Act, Occupancy Resolution, Cancer Legislation, Red Lights and Volunteers under Provincial Government Employment responding to calls when working are among those issues being discussed with Government during the meeting between the Executive and Four Cabinet Ministers on January 31 in Fredericton.

The Resolution surrounding issuing of firefighter plates for industrial firefighters will be moved forward in an upcoming meeting of the Resolutions Committee and the Chair of the Industrial Fire Chiefs.  

A further meeting is being arranged with officials of the Department of Natural Resources and Department of Environment to attempt to resolve the confusing issue between DNR and DOE Regulations relative to open burning, subsequent to a Resolution in 2005.

 Jeff Richardson Health & Safety – Jeff reported he is still waiting for a reply from WHSCC for discussion on the legislation issue

Training – Jody reported plans have started on the 2007 training workshop. A draft outline should be available for the next board meeting in April.  Dates of workshop are set September 14,15, 2007.

Awards Committee – Retired Chief Bert Morin will be presented the Hall of Flame award at the 2007 convention.  He is the only recipient to date.  Fred asked that any applications must be receied by the end of March. Information on requirements for the award is in the NBAFC constitution. Applications can be received from Nadine Leblanc.  

Haz Material committee – R. Simonds reported that Moncton Fire Department signed Provincial Contract on January 25th, 2007; they will start as a light team with a four-member response. Edmundston Fire is not addressing Haz Mat team at this time due to organizational issues. Feb 12 – 16 Miramichi there will be training for instructors to technician level. Motion to accept report by R. Simonds 2nd Reg Savoie, question Wells Chapman asked who would respond to northeast area Fredericton/Oromocto team will respond, motion carried

NBAFPO – L. Mulholland reported the printing materials produced by Prevention Source is going very well.  They are working with provincial steering committee to prepare for material for this year’s Fire Prevention week. The theme for this year is

“Cooking Oil and Grease Fires  - a Recipe for Danger”.

“Graisse et huile de cuisson: une recette dangereuse”.

Leo Mulholland stated is has been reported that there are ULC and CSA labels being used which are counterfit. 

The annual meeting NBAFPO will be held in Moncton and discussion of joint partnership during the NBAFC annual general meeting time frame will be held.

911 committee – Doug Hamer motion to accept report 2nd R. Simonds, motion carried

OFM – Ben Laroche 

Reported on the Alarmed and Ready campaign. There have been twenty-eight request received for smoke alarms.  

There are sixteen emergency vehicles scheduled for distribution this year.  

Haz mat teams responded to three calls in 2006. 

There were 8 Fire Deaths in 2006.   

Fire investigators course was held in St. John.

Motion Ben Laroche 2nd Doug Hamer on the question, Jody Price commented on the specifications of the vehicles being ordered for fire departments.  He noted that there was one department who would not accept their vehicle due to the specifications; he noted that if one vehicle did ot meet the requirements then how did the others. Dan Rae, Local Government has instructed his staff to get in contact with the fire chiefs to inquire if there were any issues with the vehicles received.

Doug Hamer made a motion that any emergency vehicles coming off the provincial specification be inspected by an independent third party to ensure they meet the standards. 2nd Greg Partridge. Question Dan Rae reported the Fire Apparatus standard Committee DOT staff as well as an engineer on the committee. Dan Rae believes these people are qualified individuals and are working at paying much closer attention to the specification and standards. Motion carried

DNR – Tim Greer reported his department is looking at the developing a policy on Section 25, Forest Fire Act. This policy is being developed for guidance for the DNR members. Section 25 covers municipalities and towns. Doug Hamer commented that manpower is not a issue for municipal fire departments the main requirement is the deployment of the aircraft. Transfer of Incident command document is an item, which DNR is looking at. Doug Hamer stated there should be additional discussion prior to any documents being signed regarding Incident command. 

Reg Savoie asked why the DNR staff are not following the same directive.  Tim Greer reported that all members work under the same MOU.  Tim Greer stated if there is interpretation problems with this MOU he will look into this.  He will bring is findings to the next meeting.

Local Government – Dan Rae – Municipal and LSD budget were completed on January 26, 2007.  Of the 68 fire department 1/3 of the LSD areas are covered in this budget.  

2006 truck tenders have been completed and committee is moving forward with 2007 requirements. He noted once again a civil engineer is part of this committee.  There are 14 – 16 allocated to the budget for 2007.

Policy files medical 1st responder, Rescue, and Standardization of training, Dan Rae asked for assistance from the Association to generate a report to define the various aspects of Rescue in the fire service.   Doug Hamer motion that a committee be formed to work with Dan Rae on the LSD Rescue service, 2nd Tim Nickerson, questions on motion, motion carried.
