President Report – Chief Rob Simonds moved adoption of his report, 2nd Yvon Pelletier motion carried.
Committee Report 

Legislation & Resolution - No report

Funding Committee - $ 75, 175.40 received through Fenety Marketing Campaign. Moved adoption of report Fred Kennedy 2nd Frank Guitar, Motion carried.
Health & Safety – Chief Jeff Richardson had no report, he is hoping in New Year issues of concern will be available for discussion.
Awards Committee –Chief Fred Kennedy reported there were no nominations for Hall of Flame.  Fred reminded the members to forward nominations.  He advised the form can be found on the web site. 

Convention report – Jody Price stated the convention is going well and all reports are positive.  Suppliers are also pleased with their setup.
Training & Education – Jody Price reported the September workshop is the main work for the training committee.  Reg Savoie and Jean Claude Roy have taken over the planning of this workshop.  
John McGee Haz Mat Committee – John had not heard any information regarding the Haz Mat issue within the province however. Chief Rob Simonds stated the primary focus is to development of scout teams for the Province.  Work is continuing to move forward.  There are issues between Government and departments in question however members are hoping information can be received by the end of this month.
Fire Prevention Committee - Leo Mulholland reported the NBAFPO has held five meetings through the year as well as the annual conference.  NBAFPO received a grant from the government and with the assistance of the Office of the Fire Marshal a poster was developed for fire prevention week.  Fire Prevention week launch was a very successful program. Winner Clarence Kelley, from Miramichi was the winner of Fire Chief for a day.  Steering committee met and approved and theme for the 2008 “Test your smoke alarm you life depends on it”.  Additional members have joined the association one member is from Northwest Region Mr.  Regeant Beleau of Saint Andre, also Industrial Fire Chiefs Bruno Gagnon and Michel Daigle from Department of Public Awareness have joined the Fire Prevention Committee.   Constitution is also under review.  
April 24 & 25, 2009 are the  dates which have been decided for the Annual NBAFPO AGM and will be held in Oromocto. Leo Mullholland has been elected President of the NBAFPO, 1st VP is Fire Chief Jeff Cross from Saint Andrews, 2nd VP Randy McTavish , Maria Northrup has been appointed as Secretary.  
EMS committee - Fire Chief Raymond Leblanc stated no meetings have been held.  A small committee will be established and a survey will be sent to Local Service District Departments who wants to carry out 1st responder.  Rob Simonds noted there is a possible total of 4 member s to participate in the Medical First Responder Committee.  Discussions are being held with NB ambulance.  Rob Simonds noted the departments will be contacted by their association president. This is a timely issue and we need people working on this issue by end of this month.    Mario Godin stated there was study carried out and completed in 2002 by EMS committee.  All questions have been asked.  Chief Simond’s stated this committee request has come from Local Government. 
911 PSAP Committee Chief Doug Hamer – Doug Hamer thanked the membership for the opportunity to serve on this committee.  Chief Hamer advised the membership that he is resigning from this committee.
LSD Apparatus Committee – Dallas Boudreau reported in past year there has been one meeting held.  They are looking at the safety aspect of these vehicles and the new equipment vans will be built to the national standard.  Correspondence will be forwarded to the fire departments who have received equipment vans in the past.  There are safety issues and they are not to be used.  Apparatus suction hoses are situated too high on the vehicles and will be relocated This year there are 10 vehicles to be purchased and the Province will be sending specifications to the fire chiefs for approval.  Improvement of the quality of the vehicles has improved.  
John Magee reported the Havelock was given a 1 ton vehicle and the chasis had to be replaced which cost his budget $ 50,000.00. John is asking for provincial assistance. 
Permanent Chiefs – Dan McCoy reported on the permanent chiefs meeting, items of discussion.

Stan Mullin reported that training in Health and Safety training was carried out for industrial Chiefs during the year.

· Fire Fighter License Plate – Mario Durette reported that Gordon Baird is presently keeping the data base on this issue.  Mario is working on developing a program which will allow the chiefs to see this information on the NBAFC web site.  He is hoping to have a solution within the next month or two. 

MFCA – this year’s conference is in Lunenburg NS. 

CAFC  - during the past year Chief Rob Simonds has served as representative  for the Association. The CAFC has created the Government relations weeks which allows representatives to meet to discuss government issues and also speak with Government Officials within Parliament on issues regarding the concerns of the Association.   

Mario Durette Website report  – going for six years and has been evolving since day one.  He wanted to remind everyone that the web site is your web site.  Email service is also provided.  He asked fire chiefs to canvas their members to pass the email addresses to him and to keep them up to date.   Mario has developed a calendar that can be used by the associations to input any events that will be happening.   There will also be a form developed for complaint forms.

Office of the Fire Marshal – Report 
Local Government – Coleen Mullin reported she has been in her position for 10 months.  The Minister of Local Government is very positive towards Volunteer Departments.  Coleen asked the members to be patient, work is being done to help the fire service.
South East Fire Fighters – working with issues such as 911 PSAP.  Spring training seminar will take place for the Association.
Northwest – Fire Chief Gerard Martin has been elected president.  They are waiting for Local Assistant training.  2007-08 various training courses were held.
Chauleur – Mario Godin President of Chaleur reported a quite year.  Training is taking place and he thanked the OFM for the training which the Government will be supplying at no cost to the fire services..  Work continues on Regional Mutual Aid system which is being looked at as well as regional training.  
Acadian Penninsula – Conrad Godin, President reported that training is to number one issue.  They are waiting for the Fire Investigation course to be held in French.  Fire Marshal advised this will be made available to them.
Fundy District – Jeff Richardson reported that training continues to be the number one issue. Sadly the department lost one of their young firefighter’s who was killed in a MVA.
Capital District –Jody Price reported that Fire Fighter Level 1 and 2 training have been carried out.  The Association meets in a central area which allows traveling easier.  Ten meetings a year were held and focused on training.  There is great cooperation between fire departments.  Chief Price stated if you think you need assistance call in other departments.

Royal District – Tim Nickerson reported elections for president and treasurer will be done this fall.  They will be participating with Southeast FF Association in mini workshops.  Point Labreau is offering their assistance and training in their facilities. NBCC training Train the trainer’s course has been completed in Musquash. Haz mat training has been held in Grand Bay Westfield, courses for local assistant has also been held.
Central Valley Mike Walton reported they are finishing Level 1 training in association and been busy with flood protocol. Chief Walton also reported they have 25 junior members who graduated on Wednesday of this week as new upcoming fire fighters for their region.
Miramichi Valley – Chief Fred Kennedy reported he was elected President of Miramichi Valley.  Chief Kennedy reported the Fenety Marketing campaign was a success. The Miramichi Valley gave $ 10,000.00 to the hospital for purchase of equipment.  Training courses are ongoing. 

AAFFA Allan Peters – level 1 funding has been an issue.  The Office of the Fire Marshal will dialogue with Dept. of Indian Affairs.  With the changes which were announced by the OFM training will be available to them.
