Business arising from the minutes.

Cancer  legislation has been established and regulations are being worked on.  Also heart attack victims after 24 hours of working the member will be covered under this legislation as well.  The Fire Marshal asked all members to keep records of fires and the members that attending these incidents.  Records must be kept. This will help the member when applying for WHSCC benefits.  Without reports the member will be denied benefits.  This information will assist the members should the need arise.
A survey of a report from Insurance companies was presented to the group and from this report a discussion must be carried out as it means an amendment to the Motor Vehicle Act.  The Fire Marshal stated if the firefighters agree then the fire marshal will put this forward.  This issue will be brought to the AGM for further discussion.
False alarms -the Fire Marshal reported there are 40 departments’ permanent and volunteer departments who will be completing this survey.  To date he reported the volunteer departments are not reporting, he stated this means to their office the volunteer groups do not have false alarms or are not reporting them as requested.  He asked members who have been selected to please send the reports to the OFM.  By the end of September the OFM will be compiling the reports with the members of the NBAFC to verify the problems.

Discussion on Red Lights 

Louis Pelltier reported the Northwest Association has rejected this issue.  They feel there are other important items to be worked on. Frank Guitar reiterated the importance of a volunteer responding to an incident i.e. the important item responding to a fire is 1st response.  
Gerald Martin agreed with Louis Pelltier.  He stated there would be too many lights on the highway as there are presently commercial vehicles utilizing lights.  This could be confusing for the public.  Training of the new fire fighters to ensure it is not the speed to get to a fire it is getting to the call and remain safe for the fire fighter and the citizens.

Maurice Bujold St. Sauveur stating there are red lights being used by Permanent Fire Chiefs and he feels the volunteer departments should have the same.
Motion by Fred Kennedy to proceed with a request to Government for the amendment to the MVA to allow volunteer fire chiefs and deputy chiefs to have red lights in their vehicle, 2nd Jim Scouton Gagetown, Motion Carried majority vote.

New Business 

Fred Kennedy advised the Fire Marshal that he cannot give a true number of false alarms. Fire marshal reported the forms sent to the department have specific questions to report, and from this form they can gather information for the possibility of a training and education case for the citizens.
